Step 4. Cut a window 

frame out of the black 

card.  

Step 3. Decorate 

the tree using col-

oured pens and tis-

sue paper.  

Step 2. Cut the 

green card into a 

Christmas tree 

shape, see picture. 

Then glue it onto 

the other piece of 

coloured card.  

Step 1. Gather your 

materials, you will 

need a green piece 

of card, a black piece 

of card, another 

piece of card, (colour 

of your choice), tis-

sue paper, coloured 

pens, a pencils, scis-

sors and glue.  

Step 5. Stick the win-

dow frame onto your 

picture.
